A new addition to the Emerald Point
Competition in the past 12 months
was the Veto option. If a player
didn't like the theme for the month,
they could claim their Veto, allowing
them to build what they wanted,
while still being able to get votes.
Each player gets one veto per 6
month competition.

The Player of the Month was
introduced in September 2022,
allowing players to vote for their
player of the month. To earn a
vote, an act of kindness in the
server, politeness, etiquette or
something similar needed to be
demonstrated. We've had eight
different POTMs so far, with
hopefully more to come! Each
POTM gets a special role in both
the server and in Discord, plus two
Mega Crate keys to use in the
server for the following month.

Player of the Month
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librarycraft league
The LC League is a round robin style
tournament that operates over 17 weeks of
competition. Each registered League player
gets the opportunity to verse each other
player in the competition across all of our
minigame maps - each week on a different
map. Matches are played between Friday
afternoons and Sunday nights with big
prizes up for grabs, such as a $100 JB HiFi
Voucher, an exclusive rank on the server
and in Discord for the top two players for
the following 12 months. It's still anyone's
game!

LC Empires
In August last year, a new Survival
experience was set up, allowing
registered players to play in a lore
centric, story based world. Each
empire was made up of two players,
and they were responsible for the
sole export of a handful of
resources to the rest of the world.
We had 14 empires all up and some
very exciting and clever lore was
created to support the world!
Empires has gone on hiatus for a
while, to make room for the
incoming 1.20 Survival world.
